2. AS AN INDICTMENT OF THE VICIOUS TOTALITARIAN PHARISEES.

So, Jesus is now standing at the sheepfold and a crowd came with Him; a crowd which
included the formerly blind man whose conversion will be explained by Jesus’ words, “I am
the Gate” and “I am the Good Shepherd.”

THERE’LL ALSO BE MANY RELIGIOUS PEOPLE THERE ALONG WITH JESUS’
DISCIPLES AND FORTUNATELY FOR ALL, JESUS IS GOING TO EXPLAIN IT ALL
TO THEM AND IN JOHN 10:1-6, HE OFFERS AN ALLEGORY ON THE WAY INTO
THE SHEEPFOLD, THE WAY OUT AND THE TWO TYPES OF SHEPHERDS, GOOD
AND BAD, TRUE AND FALSE, SELFLESS AND SELFISH.

The Lord Jesus Christ’s life ambition was to give His very life for us and to give it to us and
further to give His life more abundantly than we could ever dream or ask for!

THERE ARE THREE WAYS IN WHICH MANKIND DIES:

1. By way of God’s sovereign choice of the time, manner and place of one’s death.

2. Through the superimposition of man’s will over God’s indicating an allowance of God’s
permissive will through an act of suicide (quick and sudden or long and protracted by poor
lifestyle choices).

3. This one is unique as it only happened once and could only happen once; The Lord Jesus
Christ voluntarily superimposed His will simultaneous to God the Father’s sovereign
expression of His will as to the choice of Jesus’ time, place and manner of His spiritual and
physical deaths.

We may think we are worthless sheep at times but we were bought out of the slave market
by the Good Shepherd’s blood because He loved His Father and He loved us.
